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OVERVIEW

Screening operation

Bundibugyo has sixteen (16) Points of Entry (PoEs) with active screening operations in place.

Only one PoE (Busunga) is official.

A total of 632,220 screenings have been completed at sixteen (16) PoEs at the border with

the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC).

Busunga registered approximately 24% of the flow and the highest number of persons

screened (151,636).
Demographic

Ratio of adult females and adult males was 47:42.

11% of the registered flow were children under 5 years old.
Mulungitanuwa 1B had 25% of its flow comprising of children under 5 years old.
